The new KVBID racks are placed with openings on the sidewalk or pedestrian side for easy access to
publications eliminating unnecessary visual clutter on the street view.

The pedestrian walkway for Kokua Kailua Village Stroll is far easier for those in wheelchairs, scooters,
walkers, slow walkers, etc. The consolidation of venders is both practical and gives the ambiance of a
country fair!

I’'m a polio survivor no longer able to walk any distances. | had missed out on past Kokua Kailua events
because it was too fatiguing. However in January | was able to use my new electric scooter and enjoy the
afternoon without assistance.

Because the venders are all on street level many barriers are eliminated — no stairs, uphill grades, or high
curbs to reach the “store.” By spacing the vender tents close together, the distance for browsing is
shortened.

For strolling, greeting, eating and shopping, Alii Drive roadway is flat and unobstructed — no worries about
broken pavement or traffic. Instead of looking down for hazards, | can look up to enjoy people, the crafts
for sale and our beautiful ocean front.

I commend the Kailua Village Business Improvement District for sponsoring these wonderful afternoons
of fun, food and friendliness. | look forward to the next Kokua Kailua Village Stroll in February.
