Stringent Leaf Blower Bill Becomes Law 
 
We first reported on this legislation in the May KVBID ENews. On July 6, the governor allowed SB466 to 
become law. It is now unlawful for any person to operate a leaf blower within a residential zone or within 
one hundred feet of a residential zone throughout the State, except between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 
8:00 p.m. daily except Sunday, and between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Sunday or a federal 
holiday. Fines begin at $50 and can reach $500 with subsequent infractions.  
 
Condominium and property managers should review the law and make certain their contractors and/or 
employees are in compliance.
